2009 Accomplishments

Community Development:

· CSVNP received a $193,318 grant from the City of Flint for its Owner-Occupied ReHab program.  This program allows us to low to moderate income residents in the City bring their homes up to code. 
· Our Lisc/AmeriCorps member and Neighborhood Program Director, Nicole Rodden-Bowen, was hired as a full-time employee of Court Street Village Nonprofit Housing Corporation.
· CSVNP received a $194,764 grant from the City of Flint for its Purchase, ReHab, ReSale program.  This program allows us to rehab houses and sell them to low to moderate income residents in need of affordable housing.
· ReHab work on 1108 S. Grand Traverse Street was completed, and the home is now for sale.  This is the first of 3 homes we are rehabbing on that street. This is part of the Purchase, ReHab, ReSale program.
· In September, Cade Surface, a Lisc/AmeriCorps member, began working part-time to assist in foreclosure prevention and weatherization programs.
Neighborhood Activities:

· The Grand Traverse District Neighborhood Association received a $75,000 Ruth Mott Foundation grant for the restoration of Spring Grove (behind the Stockton Center).
· GTDNA held its annual Family Festival in August at the newly rennovated Memorial Park.  Mayor Dayne Walling was the guest speaker.
· Central Park Neighborhood Association (CPNA) developed & presented a neighborhood plan to the City of Flint to strengthen their position in receiving Federal grant money. 
· Fairfield Village and Central Park participated in the Global Youth Service Day sponsored by Resource Genesee.
· The Vision 20-20 group hosted a neighborhood clean-up in May.  The GTDNA benefited from over 400 AmeriCorps volunteers and residents.  Their activities included construction of a new playscape in Memorial Park, cleaning the grounds of Oak School and erecting homes for Habitat for Humanity.
· The GTDNA participated in a walkability audit held by “Cool Cities”.  The audit determines ways to make the neighborhood a more pedestrian-friendly city.
Court Street Village Nonprofit:
· CSVNP received a new 2009 Dodge Caravan as part of an MDOT grant.  This van will help transport our senior residents from our Court Street Village East and CSV West apartments to appointments.
· We started two Facebook Causes pages:  “Support Downtown Flint Neighborhoods” and “Meds, Meals & Heat Assistance for the Elderly”.
· CSVNP was awarded a Technical Support person from MSHDA to help with project management.
· The Flint Builders Association asked us to participate in a panel regarding construction projects we are managing.
· Organized by the City of Flint Department of Community & Economic Development, CSVNP became active in a new Neighborhood Stabalization Group to address ways of revitilizing the housing stock in Flint.
· CSVNP was named U of M Ann Arbor’s “Charity of the Month” as part of their casual charity day.
· In August, 2009, CSVNP received two students to help with projects at our Nonprofit headquarters as part of the Summer Youth Initiative Program.  The two students participated in the program through Baker College.
· By laws of the organization were amended to include, “to provide decent housing that is affordable to low and moderate income people”.
· We began attending Community Forum meetings sponsored by the Land Bank.  We also began attending Neighborhood Action Session meetings sponsored by the City of Flint. These meetings are meant to gather resident input regarding issues that affect their community.
· CSVNP Board of Directors approved partnering with Census 2010.  We will open our auditorium to help the Census with meeting space or training sessions.
